SW-1 SCOPE:
The work to be completed by this project consists: developing an energy saving lighting system replacing all identified interior ceiling lights (T-12) with new high energy lighting to meet the criteria the State of Alaska Energy Program by 2020 in the Alaska DPS Training Facility in Sitka, Alaska 99835.  This work is being completed for the Facility Management Office, Department of Public Safety 524 E. 48th Avenue, Anchorage, Alaska 99503.

SW-2 LOCATION: The site for this work is located at The Department of Public Safety (DPS), Training Academy located at 877 Sawmill Creek Road, Sitka, AK 99835
SW-3 PRINCIPAL ITEMS OF WORK: The primary work requires the contractor to provide all materials, labor, tools, equipment, supervision, and overhead to complete all work as stated in SW-1 through SW-6.
The energy lighting upgrades will also include new controls, occupancy sensors in certain areas (to be identified in pre-bid walk through), and installation of new T-8 type light fixtures.  Most fixtures are drop ceiling type lights. We have classrooms, offices, dorm rooms, library, hallways, storage rooms, and stairwell areas.  The work will be on the first and second floor of the Training Academy. 

Base bid:

Will be using the T-8 type light fixtures.

Alternate # 1 Bid:
This option depending on available funding will use LED lights in certain areas, classrooms & hallway.

Primary Work: Removal of existing old light fixtures according to a developed schedule approved by the Department of Public Safety Facilities Manager. Proper disposal of all debris including any broken ceiling tile, light fixture, and other debris from this project will be the responsibility of the awarded contractor. The intent of this project is to renovate these areas during the downtime between training cycles from early December to the start of the new recruit class in late February. The completion date for this project will be February 17, 2013.  This is a firm date so if you cannot perform in these time periods please do not bid on this project.  
· The contractor will submit fixture and control submittals with the bid documents of all proposed replacement lighting and accessories.  Time is of the essence in completion of this project so submittals will be required with the bid documents for fast approval.
· Inspection of work progress will be with the building maintenance manager, Randy Keaveny. 
· The light fixtures will be UL Rated T-8 light fixtures. 

· The contractor will secure all removed T-12 light bulbs and ship them to the DPS Supply Warehouse located at: 524 E 48th Avenue, Anchorage, Alaska 99503 upon completion of this project being careful to protect them from breakage during shipping.
· The contractor will provide guarantee that the replacement T-8 lights that are being installed meets the proper illumination on all work surfaces throughout the facility equal or better than existing conditions.
· The contractor will provide energy saving light controls throughout the facility. (Resistor type dimmers, dimming ballast, and motion sensors). 
· Dimmers are to be installed in classrooms.

· Motion occupancy sensors will be installed in hallways. 

· All light fixtures must be UL rated and meet commercial Federal and State codes.
· Coordination of work is to be with D. Whittington, DPS State Facilities Manager and DPS Training Academy Commander, Lt. Goeden. Contact information will be given once award of this project is completed. 

· The contractor will be responsible for cleaning any work areas and leaving in a proper condition at completion of each day and during the progress of the project as these are high profile areas in the academy building.
· Proper disposal of all debris is the responsibility of the contractor, including renting a waste container (coordination on where to put this dumpster will be coordinated with the building facility manager, Randy Keaveny.
· The contractor will use approved materials and workmanship for this project.
· Any broken or soiled ceiling tile will be replaced by the contractor and approved by the building facilities manager.

· Base Bid will include price for T-8 type fixtures in the two classrooms with dimmers. (Break out pricing for this area in your bid)
· Alternate # 1 will include the option of using LED type fixtures in the two classrooms with dimmers. Also LED type fixtures in the 1st Floor Hallway (This option will be based on available funding)

· Contractor will field verify all measurements during the pre-bid walk-through.
· Contract award may be based on best value considerations based on the tight schedule and completion date requirements.
