Dear licensees and interested parties:

Alaska’s professional licensing statutes (AS 08.01.065) require the Division of Corporations, Business and
Professional Licensing (CBPL) to “annually review each fee level to determine whether the regulatory costs of each
occupation are approximately equal to fee collections related to that occupation.” Alaska’s licensing fee statutes go
on to say, “If the review indicates that an occupation’s fee collections and regulatory costs are not approximately
equal, the department shall calculate fee adjustments and adopt regulations...to implement the adjustments.”

The Division has conducted a thorough fee analysis and it was presented to the Board of Psychologist and
Psychological Associate Examiners (Board) at its February 2, 2017 regular meeting. The Board unanimously
agreed to make adjustments to the application fee so that it propetly represents the amount of time that the
examiner spends on those initial applications. They also proposed that the Psychologist Associate fee be equal to
the fees for Psychologist for the following reasons:

1) There are no discernable reasons for a tiered fee schedule between the license types.

2) The current fees were based upon the original creation of the LPA license and were not updated when
the scope of practice was updated.

Program expenses have slowly been depleting a large surplus for many years, and it is now time, to set the fees
more in line with expenses so that a health cushion is maintained. Barring any unforeseen circumstances, these
increases will help maintain the program.

The proposed fee amounts are enclosed and can also be found on the Board’s web page
at https://www.commerce.alaska.cov/web/cbpl/Professionall icensing/BoardofPsychologists.aspx.

This fee proposal is enteting a public comment period. The Division encourages all licensees and interested patties
to comment on this proposal through the Division’s Regulations Specialist, whose contact information is enclosed
on the public notice. After the comment period closes and the Division reviews all comments received, the
Division may adopt the regulation as drafted, may amend a proposed fee, or may withdraw the regulations in part
or in its whole.

All comments received will be reviewed and taken into consideration prior to adopting the final regulations. The
final decision will result in the fee to be implemented during the next licensing renewal.
