Section 508.2 Accessory occupancies
Accessory occupancies are those occupancies that are ancillary to the main occupancy of the building or portion thereof. The portions of this building 
that is classified  S Occupancy (B) will be considered an accessory occupancy and will comply with the provisions of Sections 508.2.1 through 
508.2.4.

Section 508.2.1 Area limitations
Aggregate accessory occupancies shall not occupy more than 10% of the building area of the story in which they are located and shall not exceed the 
tabular values in Table 503, without building area increase in accordance with Section 506 for such accessory occupancies.
In this building the following meets the above requirements:
Business Occupancy (B) on the First Floor- Allowable = 876.4  sq ft
Business Occupancy (B) on the First Floor- Actual = 556 sq ft

Section 1008.1.1 Size of Doors
Size of Doors: The minimum width of each door opening shall be sufficient for the occupant load thereof and shall provide a clear 

width of 32 inches.  The maximum width of a swinging door leaf shall be 48 inches.

Section 1016.1 Travel distance limitations
Exits shall be so located on each story such that the maximum length of exit access travel, measured from the most remote point within a 

story along the natural and unobstructed path of egress travel to an exterior exit door at the level of discharge, an entrance to a vertical exit enclosure, 
an exit passageway, a horizontal exit, an exterior exit stairway or an exterior exit ramp, shall not exceed the distances given in Table 1016.1.

Section 1018.1 Construction

Occupancy Type E, where a building is equipped throughout with an automatic sprinkler system in accordance with Section 903.3.1.1 there 

is no rating required for corridors

Section 1018.2 Corridor Width
Corridor Width: The minimum corridor width shall be as determined in section 1005.1, but not less than 44 inches. 
Exception 4 Applies: Seventy-two inches- In Group E with a corridor having a required capacity of 100 or more.

Section 1021.1 Exits from stories
All spaces within each story shall have access to the minimum number of approved independent exits as specified in Table 1021.1 based on the 
occupant load of the story. Based on Table 1021.1 the following applies: Occupant Load of 1-500 persons- Minimum of 2 exits required
