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According to information found in the DOT&PF EDMS system in January 2009, 
DOT&PF Central Region Material Site Inventory List dated 06-18-2008, and BLM case 
file abstracts, this site was on private land owned by CIRI. The site was in the NW4 of 
Section 33, T5S, R26W, SM. The site was on the floodplain of Chinkelyes Creek and the 
material consisted of sand and gravel. DOT&PF applied for a permit from BLM in 1968 
(AA-3056) that was rejected in 1981. In 1986, the surface and subsurface (IC 1305) was 
conveyed to the Cook Inlet Region, Inc.  

DOT&PF has reportedly utilized the site for periodic maintenance of the Williamsport 
Road and apparently has had agreements with CIRI to take borrow but none of these 
were found. The current status of DOT&PF’s interest in the site is unknown but the site 
contains useable material and DOT&PF should retain their interest in the site for future 
maintenance.  
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According to information found in the DOT&PF EDMS system in January 2009, 
DOT&PF Central Region Material Site Inventory List dated 06-18-2008, and BLM case 
file abstracts, this site is on private lands owned by the Pedro Bay Corporation (PBC), 
Bristol Bay Native Corporation (BBNC), and Cook Inlet Region, Inc. (CIRI). The site 
was in the E2 SE4 of Section 25, T5S, R27W, SM and the W2 SW4 of Section 30, T5S, 
R26W, SM. The site was on the floodplain of Chinkelyes Creek and material consisted of 
sand and gravel. DOT&PF applied for a permit from BLM (AA-3055) in 1968 that was 
rejected in 1982.  

In 1984, the surface estate for Section 25 was conveyed to PBC (IC 817) and the 
subsurface estate to BBNC (IC 818). In 1986, the surface and subsurface estates in 
Section 30 were conveyed to CIRI (IC 1305). In 1990, the surface estate was patented to 
PBC (PA 50-90-0671) and BBNC (PA 50-90-0672).
