Work Item 15 states “Contractor shall remove and install three (3) new saltwater butterfly valves for 
the engine cooling system.” However,  following this statement, the specification states “All butterfly 
valves for entire cooling system shall be replaced with new.” Please clarify if all valves (6ea) are to be 
replaced or only the three for the port side. 

a. In addition, work item 3.4 Butterfly valves states to inspect and service 6ea butterfly
valves. After review of the Engine Cooling System drawings, we concluded these are
likely the same valves indicating replacement. KTR recommends re-writing the spec to
only include the throttling valve or updating the Butterfly valve count to “3” total
contingent on the answer above.

The 4” Round Main Saltwater Cooling Copper Nickle Pipe was previously cut to shorten the length of the 
cooling pipe. A 4” Straub Stainless Grip-L pipe coupling with part number 20825, is installed over cut on pipe. 
The Straub Pipe coupling is to be given to Owner Representative after removal. 
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Contractor shall remove and install two new 4” butterfly valves, two new 2” butterfly valve for Auxiliary 
Engines, and two new 2 ½” butterfly valve for Main Engines. Total of six valves.    

Contractor shall weld the 4” Round Main Saltwater Cooling Copper Nickle Pipe back together. All Work shall 
be done in place and in Engine Room (confined space). 

Work Item 3.4 (page 12) - You can remove the work for the six butterfly valves as they are mentioned to be 
removed and replaced with new under work item 15. Work item 3.4 is changed to:   

3.4 Main Engine Sea Water Throttling Valves 

Remove and rebuild two (2) sea water throttling valves for main engine saltwater cooling. Each throttling valve 
is set to a certain adjustment for water flow/pressure. Contractor shall record the valve setting before 
rebuilding and ensure it is set back to original adjustment before installing.
