LEASE TERM: 33 years, beginning April 26, 2026, and ending April 25, 2059.   
UPCOMING LEASE RENTAL RATE: The annual rent is $46,182.60 ($0.18 per square foot x 256,570 square feet).  
PROPOSED AUTHORIZED USES: Lot 12, Block 3 – Construction and operation of hangar-office complex for 
operation of scheduled airline and aircraft charter business, and for maintenance and storage of aircraft and ground 
service equipment.
