After impacting ten (10) acres for a project, any 
additional project modification which results in increased impact to WOTUS, including 
wetlands, will be evaluated under other permitting mechanisms available at the time of 
proposed project modification. 
� The option for the District Engineer (DE) to issue waivers for the Excluded Areas and 
Activities section has been removed. 
� Additional evaluation / justification will be necessary for road widening projects that 
exceed 10 acres.
